Art Mora Gallery is pleased to present Blooming Silence, the first solo

exhibition in the United States by the young Korean female artist isletsol.

The artist captures everyday still lifes and quiet scenes found almost anywhere, transforming them
through her own intimate perspective. One of the most distinctive features of her paintings is the presence
of deep blue shadows. Rather than appearing cold, the blue tones in her work become a background that

makes the warmth of light feel even more vivid.

The flowers and plants, coffee and desserts, wine and fruit that appear in her paintings symbolize small
yet unmistakable moments of happiness in daily life. These still lifes are not simply arranged objects; they
remain like traces of someone’s time that has quietly passed through the scene. A brief moment of
leisure, a pause to breathe, and the gentle sensation of happiness quietly blooming are brought back to

life on the canvas through warm light and blue shadows.

The artist searches for traces of peace within landscapes encountered during travel, as well as in the
small moments of everyday life. Light filtering through blinds, sunlight entering through a window and
casting long shadows, and the quiet warmth that lingers in a private space are reborn on the canvas as

soft, rhythmic patterns of light.

She seeks to visualize light, peace, and warmth—things that may be invisible, yet are undeniably present.
Much like the Impressionist painters who sought to capture the beauty of ever-changing light, she

delicately holds onto the peaceful moments of everyday life that we so often pass by without noticing.

Blooming Silence is an exhibition about the emotional warmth that blooms within stillness, and the quiet
balance created when light and shadow embrace one another. In these images, where coolness and

warmth, solitude and comfort coexist, we encounter a quiet face of peace that we may have forgotten.
